Criteria for Placement
Â 1st, 2nd, 3rd degree or state jail felony are eligible, unless 

they are charged with or convicted of a felony or criminal 
attempt of a felony under Section 21.11 (Indecency with a 
Child), 22.011 (Sexual Assault), or 22.021 (Aggravated 
Sexual Assault) of the Penal Code. Offenders convicted of 
offenses for which sex offender registration is required are 
also not eligible to participate. 

Â Offenders with a detainer filed by the United States 
Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE), or a felony 
detainer are not eligible. 

Â Offenders shall be chemically dependent, as shown by an 
accepted substance abuse screening instrument.
